“The program resulted in a reduction of car travel by 12.7% amongst the 10,000 householders in 
the target area, saving almost 10,000 tonnes of CO2.” Rooney said.

"At a time when climate change, water conservation and waste reduction issues provide many 
challenges to local councils and communities, these awards help recognise and promote best practice 
case studies that can assist other urban communities to become more sustainable.”
