“It's great to see how the dedicated work of individuals, community groups, industry and local
council can successfully come together to achieve positive environmental outcomes that
helps ensure their town and region can move forward sustainably”, he added.

Olesinski’s tour of Barunga will start Tuesday afternoon where he will review the joint
initiative of the community’s resource recovery and waste management. During his visit, he
will view the various community initiatives and other energy efficiency projects introduced
around town.

Olesinski’s tour will also take in a visit to the Barunga Community Education Centre where
environmentally conscious students and staff have been extremely active in litter reduction
and recycling together with beautifying school grounds reducing the environmental impact.
Environmental awareness programs continue to educate children to encourage them to
become actively involved both at school and within the home environment.

He will end with a visit to the Town’s Heritage Park to meet the local volunteers of the
community who have been working to protect the town’s proud history and natural heritage.

Following his national tour of the state and territory finalists, Olesinski will then face the tough
task of deciding who will be crowned the national winner, to be announced in Canberra in
April 2011, following the success of the Victorian town of Beechworth in April this year. The
